3. What else should I know?
There is no tuition. The program begins in September and 
ends in May at NSCC’s Akerley Campus in Dartmouth. This 
is a full-time program and, therefore, regular attendance is 
required. To provide opportunities for African Nova Scotians 
across the province, five seats are reserved for participants from 
outside the Halifax Metro region. In such cases, we may be able 
to assist with your transportation and living expenses. For all 
other applicants living in HRM, although there is no monthly 
living allowance, we may be able to provide a bus pass.

4. How long will it take to complete my high school 
diploma?                          
Each participant’s needs are different and this will depend on 
the educational experience you bring with you to the program. 
Our participants work toward their credits in Level 4 (Grade 
11/12) courses, such as Math, Science and African Canadian 
Studies, which can be counted on their High School Graduation 
Diploma for Adults (12 credit diploma). Although the ACTP is 
a one-year program, most participants will take 18 months to 
two years to complete their diploma and will transition into 
the Adult Learning Program at NSCC the following year to 
complete the courses needed for graduation.

5. Am I still eligible to apply for this program if I already 
have my GED or have taken previous post-secondary 
courses?
Yes, if you have your GED or have taken some post-secondary 
courses, but do not have your high school diploma, you are able 
to apply to the ACTP.
