2. Applicants must attend a 2-hour information/testing session hosted by Michelin
Group (dates below).

3. Applicants must bring a resume and cover letter to the session indicating their
interest in pursuing a career with Michelin Group.

4. Selected applicants will be contacted for an interview following the session. The

scores of the interview will be combined with the scores of the testing to
determine the recipients of the program.
